History
The nation of Zimbabwe has had a tumultuous past, beginning with the civil war occurring before it gained its independence. Up until 1970, the government of the nation was made up of the white minority. Various native groups organized and started a war against this government, in order to remove the white minority from power.

Upon gaining independence in 1980, newly elected president Robert Mugabe began purchasing various newspaper companies in order to gain greater control of the media.

After the 1980 election, the Zimbabwean head of the army, Peter Walls, stated in an interview his belief that Mugabe had used intimidation in order to win the election. 
Ethnic tensions arose in the early 1980s, resulting in the declaration of a state of emergency. Allowed by Zimbabwe’s Law and Order Maintenance Act, the Zimbabwean government gained significant power during this state of emergency, resulting in widespread violence against civilians and the detainment of civilians without charge.
Concepts

National Sovereignty – The right of a nation to govern itself
